It Was a Team Effort 
 

A few weeks ago we held our annual Change of Watch in which we in-
stalled our officers for the coming year.  When it was over, a number of 
members thanked me for ñdoing such a good jobò with the installation.  
Well, to those of you who thought that, ñyouôre welcome,ò but . . . the fact 
is, the NPBYC Change of Watch ceremony was the product of many 
minds.

It is a legacy that 
honors the history of the Club and the continuity of command.ò
