After you are living in an area for a while, 

you sometimes forget why you arrived there 

in the first place.  For many years my par-

ents spent the winter in Ft. Lauderdale but in 2000 they chose 

West Palm Beach.

On the weekend you left for 

the beach by 8 a.m. or you risked the lots being full and you 

would be turned away... and you paid for this inconvenience.  

Here we can head for the beach any time of day, even during the 

most crowded season, and never worry about getting a Free 

parking space. This past winter we went by boat to Peanut 

Island with my sister and brother-in-law who had never been 

there.  They have a boat on Long Island and couldnõt believe 

that the docks there were free to anyone who pulled up.   

 

Under purpose in our NPBYC by-laws we state òé to use the 

waters and shores of the Village and the State for the    

betterment of alló.  In the spirit of our by-laws, for the past 

few years our club has sponsored a beach cleanup for the 

Friends of Jupiter Beach.  They organize a beach cleanup the 

first Saturday of each month.  Since August 2006, when they 

started calculating how much garbage is picked up, they have 

31,280 lbs. of garbage in the bag!  Tom and I have participated 

in this for 8 years and it is a great group of dedicated volunteers. 

In return for all this work, the Town of Jupiter keeps the beach 

dog friendly.   

 

On OCTOBER 1, NPBYC  will again be the sponsor of the beach 

cleanup.  It is held at the corner of Marcinski and A1A in the 

pavilion.  We start at 8 and roam the beach until 9 picking up 

human (almost never dog) waste.  They provide gloves, bags 

and garage pickers.
